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Applying for Support from the Social and Cultural Geography Research Group

1. The Social and Cultural Geography Research Group (SCGRG) encourages proposals for grants from SCGRG members to support the organisation of conferences, seminars, symposia, workshops and reading meetings or other academic activities and events that advance research in social and cultural geography.  Applications from postgraduate members are welcome. 

2. The SCGRG would normally seek to support three to four events in any one year.  The short application form (attached) should be used for all applications.

3. There are two yearly deadlines for applications: the end of February and the end of August.  Applications for amounts over £300 should normally be submitted prior to the SCGRG AGM at the RGS/IBG conference in August each year.  Applications for over £300 will be encouraged to apply (where applicable) for matching funds from the RGS Research Grant (deadline 31st of October each year).  

4. All grant applications should explain how the proposed grant will further the aims of the SCGRG (http://scgrg.org/).  We also request applicants consider how the grant might be used to promote the research profile of the SCGRG.  

5. Priority will be given to activities likely to benefit a large proportion of the membership of the Research Group.  Priority will also be given to proposals with plans to support those early in their career, those unwaged or on low wages, and those without access to research funds.  

6. All things being equal, priority may be given to proposals from individuals or groups who have not obtained support in the past year, unless it is part of a planned programme of events. 

7. For an event where Research Groups are inviting guests from outside the UK they should state in their application the full details of intended speakers.  

8. A short report on the use of the grant must be prepared by 31st of July of the year following the award for dissemination via the website, AGM and SCGRG Annual Report.  

9. Applications should be emailed to the SCGRG Chair and Secretary, who will circulate to the Treasurer and Committee for consideration.  Applicants will normally be informed of the outcome of their application within 2/3 weeks.   

10. When applications the committee would like to support are received when no further research funds are available that year, applicants may be given priority if they choose to apply the following deadline.
